Anything Goes—Under the clever direction of
Jerry Zaks, this exuberant revival is primari
ly a celebration of Cole Porter himself. The li
bretto, as revised from the original by
Timothy Crouse and John Weidman, is con
sistently entertaining. The company, which
includes Bill McCutcheon, Howard McGillin,
Patti LuPone, Anthony Heald, and Kathleen
Mahony-Bennett, does more than justice to
the words and score.
