While, for years, the experienced eye and hand were
considered sufficient for the testing of optics, \vc know
now tiiat wherever highest precision and accuracy arc
required, instruments of the latest scientific type arc
necessary. As I recounted last month, the "TRIPLE
TEST" guarantees that all our binoculars are finally
tested thn.'e different times—by three different methods.
Many of thesefinal testsarc of our ownorigination, and
tiic special c(iuipmcnt required wasalsodesigned by us.
Let us tell you about someof them.

BUSHNELL'S "SURFACE TEST"

COLLIMATION

Countless people arc using binoculars which arc "out
of aligtiment." Sometimes thiserrorcan be detected with
the naked eye, but to assure exactness, a special precision
instrument is essential. In our final tests, therefore, wc
use the Elvin Electronic Bino-Collimator. This highly-
specialized, multi-purpose apparatus willtcvcal even the

mostminute error in the liorizontal or vertical jilignment
of the Opliciil System, Chromatic aberrations in the
slightest degree arc exposed. Imperfections, errors,
iiieineieiieies of various types, come to liglit jusl as in a
pliologtapli.

Otlier optical factors for which wc Triple Test are
Sharp definition, flatness of field, maximum color
correction, freedom from distortion. Rarely arc all these
apparent to thenaked eye, hutover a period of time,- the
vast dilferenec between a high-precision instrnmenl'anil
one just turned outfor "commercial" purposes is readiK
recognized. While lOOS perfection is theorcticallv in,',
possible in any binocular, experts tell us that we are
"achieving theimpossible". This can bealtributed to the
fact that wc take the utmost careand see that uothiu"
but the very best goes into the construction of our
instruments.

So, like a book, one cannot judge a binocular by Its
cover. It is the "inside slory" (hat counts. For your own
protection, we want you to know as much as possible
about an instrument which, inmany cases, mav be your
lifetime companion. Bushnell spares no clfort' to I'lnke
sure that you arc oljlaining the very besl-^ powerful
jireciso, workinginstrtinient. '
