General Eisenhower told a nationwide TV and ra
dio audience as he landed at Washington on June 1,
"all other emotions are drowned out by the over
whelming realization that we're home again. That's
enough for us." Then, after reporting tothe Presi
dent, he stood outside the White House wearing a
hroad smile and three ribbons—the Army Distin
guished Service Medal with three Oak Leaf clus
ters, the Navy D.S.M., the Legion of Merit. Two
days later he took olT his uniform and went toAbi
lene {pp. 15-21) to make his first political speech.
