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14 relentless months of observing first-hand the
Middle East’s most savage internecine conflict,
Says Prager: “Beirut was always the place where
one took a plane to cover a story somewhere else.

He wrote
the main Middle East story in this week’s issue,
and has contributed a personal view of the bloody
strife in the Lebanese capital (see pox page27). He
has even found time in New York to take in a few
movies for the first time in many months and one
Broadway play, Equus.

While Prager changes pace, the Beirut beat is
being filled by Cairo Bureau Chief Wilton Wynn,
who spent four years as an Associated Press cor-
respondent in Beirut before Jjoining TiME and
knows the city intimately. With TIME’s Dean
Brelis of Athens, Wynn had lately been a more
and more frequent visitor to Lebanon, as the conflict demanded a
greater share of the world’s attention and, naturally, of TIME’s efforts.
In this instance, the homecoming was far from Jjoyful.
